
Martinez Aguirre Genealogy

This document consists of excerpts from a genealogical work produced by the municipality of 
Guayaquil in 2008 entitled “Contribution for the study of the Colonial Society of Guayaquil.  The Title 
page appears immediately following this one.   It is a four-volume work with each volume being about 
800 pages in length.   The Martinez section is a subsection of the Aguirre Chapter of the work. The 
Aguirre Coat of Arms appears at the beginning of that chapter.   The Aguirre chapter is 95 pages in 
length and the Martinez subsection occupies only about the last three pages of that chapter. This 
document includes the Martinez subsection, scanned-in by Patrick Connolly in December 2011.   There 
is also a table of abbreviations; this table is included as the last page of this brief excerpt document.  

A numerical notation scheme is used to denote the descendancy.  For example, Dr. Francisco Xavier 
Martinez Aguirre is descendant #4.3.4.3 of the Aguirre line.  His first two children are numbered 
#4.3.4.3.1 and 4.3.4.3.2 respectively ...etc.
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
